We would like to inform you of some notes when the RX62T or RX62G Group product is used in boot mode. 

 

1. Usage Notes 

(1) When re-writing the flash memory in boot mode, the PD0 pin outputs a low-level signal after the boot mode is activated 

until it is ended. 

(2) When re-writing the flash memory in boot mode, if the PD3/TXD1 pin is not pulled up, the pin is driven to the Hi-Z state 

during the following periods, and it may lead to erroneous detection of a start bit by the host. 

• After the boot mode is activated until automatic adjustment of the bit rate is completed.  

• Immediately after the response is returned to the new bit rate selection command.  

 

2. Countermeasures 

(1) Verify that no problems are caused by the PD0 pin outputting a low-level signal after the boot mode is activated until it is 

ended. 

(2) Pull up the PD3/TXD1 pin when used in boot mode to the VCC via an appropriate resistor.
